AN EASTERN WESTERNER, 1920 Columbia (Sony), 20
min. Dir. Hal Roach.  Harold Lloyd in one of his greatest shorts as a
city dweller sent out west to live with his uncle. Lloyd makes the most
of this 'fish-out-of-water' scenario, especially when he encounters the
town bully (Noah Young).
SPEEDY, 1928, Columbia (Sony), 86 min. Dir. Ted Wilde. Harold
Lloyd's last silent film is a classic about a soda jerk who becomes a
cab driver trying to rescue the last horse-drawn streetcar line in NYC -
- which belongs to the father of his girl (Ann Christy). Chaos ensues!
Look for the legendary Babe Ruth as a passenger in Lloyd's cab.
[Both films silent with pre-recorded musical accompaniment.]

New 35 mm print! FANNY & ALEXANDER, 1982,
Janus/Criterion, 188 min. Dir. Ingmar Bergman.  It's Christmas at the
mansion of the pleasure-loving Ekdahl Family in 1907 - and Fanny
(Pernilla Allwin) and Alexander (Bertil Guve) watch as their clan gath-
ers for one of cinema's greatest holiday celebrations.  But after their
father dies, their actress mother (Ewa Froling) remarries and the
world darkens radically. "Bergman, a classical giant, is essential for all
ages..."

70 mm. Print!! VERTIGO, 1958, Universal, 129 min.  Director
Alfred Hitchcock's suspense masterpiece continues to entrance audi-
ences.  Retired San Francisco police detective "Scottie" (James
Stewart) becomes obsessed with Madeleine Elster (Kim Novak), a
woman he is hired to follow. Tragedy ensues when Ferguson later
stumbles upon Judy Barton (also Novak), a young woman who bears
a striking resemblance to Madeleine…and his obsession spirals out of
control.

Friday, May 20 - 7:30 PM BIGAS LUNA
Double Feature: GOLDEN BALLS (HUEVOS DE ORO),
1993, 90 min. Bigas Luna's greatest film is a satire of Spanish kitsch
and the new rich with something to offend everyone.  Benito (Javier
Bardem) believes that because he has two huevos, he deserves two
of everything else:  Rolexes, cars, women, whatever. With Maribel
Verdu (Y TU MAMA TAMBIEN).
POODLE (CANICHE), 1979, 90 min. Bigas Luna's most controver-
sial, polarizing film - only shown a handful of times in the U.S. - is one
of his finest portraits of obsession and the human heart of darkness.
Bernardo (Angel Jove) and Eloisa (Consol Tura) are a brother and
sister holed up in a Gothic mansion, where their frustrated incestuous
desires are redirected towards … dogs.  Luna creates a sense of
dread and suspense that would make Hitchcock and Bava proud. 
[Animal lovers: although no animals were harmed here, there are images you may find pro-
foundly disturbing!]

Bigas Luna at his best:  erotic,
oversaturated, unpredictable. Following the death of the Duchess of
Alba (Aitana Sánchez-Gijón) in 1802, her former lovers, including
the painter Goya (Jorge Perrugorría) and the Prime Minister (Jordi
Mollà), try to unravel the court intrigue that led to her murder.

In this collaboration with director
Ingmar Bergman (no relation), Ingrid Bergman (CASABLANCA)
returned to Swedish cinema after forty years to play a concert pianist
who has an anguished reunion with neglected daughter Liv Ullmann.
Bergman was nominated for an Oscar for her performance, in what
turned out to be her last feature film role.

APOCALYPSE NOW REDUX, 1979, Miramax, 202 min.
Reluctant assassin Martin Sheen leads a boat-load of military surfer-
boys and sauciers upriver to find renegade colonel Marlon Brando,
in director Francis Ford Coppola's surreal Vietnam epic.  Brando's
performance as the psychopath Kurtz is mysterious, terrifying and still
amazingly lucid ("You must make a friend of horror. Horror and moral
terror are your friends. If they are not then they are enemies to be
feared."). Co-starring Robert Duvall.

Al Pacino, James Caan, Diane Keaton, Talia Shire and Robert
Duvall head one of the best casts assembled since CITIZEN KANE -
but the lion's share of attention went to Marlon Brando for his unfor-
gettable role as Don Vito Corleone.
